Location: GREEN CAP NURSERY, SLEEPERS STILE ROAD, COUSLEY WOOD WADHURST TN5 6QX
Description: RETENTION OF A MOBILE HOME WITH GARDEN KNOWN AS MOBILE HOME 2 AND CONTINUED OCCUPATION FOR RESIDENTIAL PURPOSES,
Given the history of this site and its numerous applications, the Committee expressed their concern that this application was before them. From the applicants Agent’s letter for this application it was quite clear that this Mobile home had not been in occupation continuously for the required period. Also they were concerned at the numbering of the mobiles on the site because anecdotally one of the mobiles may have been on site for only four years. The Committee recommended that because of the “fortress” like boundary treatment that prevents any observation of the activities on site, the Council should carry out its own thorough investigation into the statements made by the several witnesses. That investigation should at least include, any evidence gathered by the council over the time period the applicant has been owner of the site. Search of Council Tax records for the period, any Benefit Claims for the same years etc. The committee also noted that the original horticultural activity for which the mobile was justified had ceased years ago.

The Chairman raised concerns about the activities on Little Windmill Farm, Windmill Lane, Cousley Wood. His concerns centered on the impact the activities were having on this particularly sensitive site with long views to Bewl Water and its prominence in the AONB. It would appear that the possibly Ancient Hedgerows along the Boundaries of the site, including the frontage had not been layered but rather murdered and it was doubtful if, in some areas they would recover from the treatment metered out to the hedges in this severely un- professional manner. Concern was also expressed about what appeared to be reinforced structures all over the site. The committee request the Clerk to write to Cllrs Standley and Wells drawing to their attention the Committees concerned and to consider Enforcement action because of the damage done to the AONB.
