9.        Urgent issues
9.1      To discuss planning issues at Wadhurst Place.

 The committee discussed the issues raised by the resident of Wadhurst Place during the Public Forum. The committee agreed that there were issues outside of their responsibility and though the members had a great deal of sympathy for the concerns expressed, those issues were better dealt with by conversations between the Developer and the residents and when and if it was found necessary, contemplating Legal action.

For those areas which did appear to be directly the responsibility of Wealden District Council and or their Statutory Consultees, the most concerning was the Foul Water disposal, where it was alleged the treatment system was inadequate for current occupiers, let alone for the total development, if and when all properties were built and occupied. If the allegations were correct, that  a scheme for the disposal and treatment of foul water had not been presented to and agreed by the Council, then the committee were of the opinion that the Council should consider issuing a STOP Order on all development, until a scheme had been approved, constructed and commissioned, in the interest of the Health and Safety of all residents including those outside but adjacent to the site boundary.
The committee were also of the view that a Mid Stage Review of this whole development should be carried out by the Planning officers, together with the Responsible Building Control Agency to ascertain if all conditions attached to Planning Approvals have and are being carried out by the Developer.

The Chairman was requested to write to the Chief Executive of WDC along those lines and copy to 
interested parties.
